Profit From Your Trips

It's travel time and you want to be prepared not just
to enjoy your travels but collect ideas for articles.
So, don't leave home without a notebook and here's
what you want to include in your notebook:

1. PHOTOS - List them all (where, when and who.)
2. PRICES - Include everything from hotels to
food to cabs and souvenirs. Editors like facts. Use
them in a side bar and receive more pay for your
travel piece.

3. QUOTES - They add depth and life to your
article. Rely on tour guides, fellow tourists and
locals.

4. YOUR MOOD - Why did you feel a certain way
about something? Were you cold, hungry, tired,
perky?

5. GENERAL INFORMATION - Local events,
festivals, street names, hours of business, sched-
ules, distances. Details let your editor and your
reader know you have really been there.

6. THE SENSES - This is the most important part
of your notebook. Divide a page into five sections
or use five pages. Head each with one of the
senses. Each day list as many things as you can
under each heading (touch, taste, smell, sight,
sound.) You can usually get a more accurate de-
scription of smells or sounds by closing your eyes.
Once home, your items will act as memory joggers
enabling you to write vivid articles that editors will
want to publish. If you don't use all your material,
save it, it might come in handy for your fiction.
